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When we first sent a medical team
to work with a clinic near Fort
Portal, in the far west of Uganda,
the team found that about 80% of
the diseases they were treating
were preventable—unsafe water,
poor sanitation, limited use of anti-
malarial bed nets and ignorance
about basic hygiene and healthcare
were the factors responsible; so
the team felt compelled to try to
address those issues, and last
year, took on a number of initiatives
in addition to treating patients. We
trained Village Health Teams and
Traditional Birth Attendants. We
visited schools and talked to the
teachers and students about basic
hygiene; and we commissioned a
report on water usage and supply in
the communities served by the clinic.

The report shows that:
• 71% of the people in the

community use water from
unprotected sources (untreated
water from rivers);

• 74% of people complain about
the poor quality of the water; but
because of limited options, they
drink it anyway;

• in 59% of households, collecting
water is the children's
responsibility;

• more than 60% of households
have more than eight people
per household; so providing
adequate water to such
households would require either
a nearby water supply or
adequate storage on-site (e.g.
rainwater tanks); and

• there is an abundance of rivers
and streams that could be
captured to provide a gravity flow
water supply system, if funds
could be raised.

Our next challenges are to raise the
money to install a gravity flow water

system for the community, and to
explore what we might do to address
the high incidence of malaria.
